Please avoid saying, “This book is too easy for
you!” but instead say “/ love how well you can
read this book!”

They are meant to be able to read all of the
words as the book is at the correct level.

Encourage them to share their enjoyment of
the story with you and read it in their storyteller
voice — again and again.

« Listen to your child read the same Storybook again and
again

 Encourage them to use 'Special Friends’, ‘Fred Talk’, ‘read
the word’

« Discuss the story and encourage their storyteller voice.

« Share other stories, poems, nursery rhymes as often as
possible.
